12–18 Months Before

6–12 Months Before
☐ Finalise your ceremony style and vision
☐ Begin planning your readings and music selections
☐ Arrange accommodation requirements for guests
☐ Confirm ceremony room setup preferences
☐ Book any additional wedding services required

At Least 3 Months Before
☐ Schedule your Civil Registration Service appointment
☐ Submit all required documentation
☐ Provide valid photo identification
☐ Provide birth certificates
☐ Provide proof of address
☐ Submit any additional documentation if previously married or in a civil partnership
☐ Receive confirmation from the Civil Registration Service
☐ Confirm registrar attendance and ceremony details

2–3 Months Before
☐ Finalise ceremony readings
☐ Confirm music selections
☐ Confirm guest numbers
☐ Review seating arrangements
☐ Finalise reception plans
☐ Confirm supplier schedules
☐ Arrange wedding transport if required

2–4 Weeks Before
☐ Attend your final planning meeting
☐ Confirm ceremony timeline
☐ Review room layouts and seating plans
☐ Confirm supplier arrival times
☐ Finalise accommodation allocations
☐ Complete any outstanding payments
☐ Share the final itinerary with your wedding party

Wedding Week
☐ Confirm final guest numbers
☐ Confirm registrar arrival time
☐ Confirm supplier contact details
☐ Pack ceremony essentials
☐ Prepare marriage documentation
☐ Relax and enjoy the final countdown to your special day

On The Day
☐ Arrive and settle into your preparation suite
☐ Meet your wedding coordinator
☐ Confirm ceremony timing with the registrar
☐ Enjoy your ceremony
☐ Celebrate with family and friends
☐ Create memories that will last a lifetime

Helpful Reminder
Civil ceremonies in Ireland require a minimum three-month notification period through the Civil Registration Service. Early planning is recommended, particularly for popular spring and summer wedding dates.
